1. Thread the %4"-20 stud on the tripod Binoculars
mounting shoe into the threaded socket
on the bottom of the adapter until tight.
The bottom of the Versatile Tripod
Adapter has a rubber grip pad to ensure
a firm grip on the tripod’s mounting
shoe. Figure 2 shows the adapter
attached to the tripod.

To attach the binoculars to the Versatile
Tripod Adapter:

1. Make sure the tripod’s altitude axis is
locked to prevent sudden rotation when

the binoculars are mounted on the
adapter.

threaded mounting socket, which
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Figure 3. Screw the adapter’s attachment stud into the threaded mounting socket (a) of
the binocular, then your binocular will be properly installed on the tripod (b).

is usually located between the two binocular barrels on the front of the barrel
fulcrum, or “bridge.”

3. Line up the binoculars’ threaded mounting socket with the adapter’s %4"-20 stud,
then thread it in by turning the ribbed rubber knob clockwise until tight (Figure 3).

Now you're all set to explore the world around you with your tripod-mounted binocu-
lars!
